The collection’s five series examine every aspect of 19th-century life in the British Empire and include more than 600 titles selected by leading academics in 23 subject areas. Most of the materials in this extensive online collection have never been reissued, in any format, since their publication.  When available, the use of color throughout the original periodicals will be reproduced in the digital images. 

The series includes: 

New Readerships: Women's, Children's, Humor and Leisure/Sport
This series charts the rapid rise of modern magazine publishing in Britain, beginning with Boys' Own and the Floricultural Review, two of the most widely cited nineteenth-century journals.  The political spectrum of women's writing - from Hearth and Home to the Women’s Penny Paper - is a fascinating look at women's changing status in the 1800s.  Satirical and comic titles, such as Fun, Punch, Judy and Figaro in London offer insight into what made people laugh during these times.  Children's entertainment and education as well as sports and hobbies - from gardening to horse racing, cricket and cycling - are also included. 

Empire: Travel and Anthropology, Economics, Missionary and Colonial
The expansion of the empire was the dominant factor in nineteenth-century British history.  This collection includes titles from India, Canada, South and East Africa, Australia and New Zealand alongside British titles and covers both the economic and non-mercantile aspects of British expansionism.  Drawing from the remarkable collections of the Royal Geographical Society and Commonwealth National Libraries, titles such as Capital and Labour, The Examiner, Liberty Review, The Canadian Journal, The Friend of India, Colonial Chronicle and more offer an exciting look at this dynamic period. 

Knowledge: Academic, Field Sciences, Philanthropic, Political, Religious and Scientific Journals
Revolutions in world views, social change, evolution, concern over poverty and inequality, the growth of the labor movement and the development of the modern university system are some of the topics represented in this series.    Titles include British Astronomical Association Memoirs, The Nineteenth Century, The Penny Magazine, The Catholic Magazine, The Poor Man's Advocate, The Jewish Quarterly Review and more.

Working Life: Agriculture, the Professions, Trade and Industry and Medicine
Innovation, industrialization, education and democratization transformed British society in the 19th century.  This series tracks these changes through titles such as The Engineer, The Grocer, Law Times, The Teacher, The Journal of Iron and Steel Institute, The Medical Examiner, The Nurses' Journal and more. 

Culture: Literature, Visual and Performing Arts
From the serialized novels of Charles Dickens to political satire, theater and concert reviews and essays by leading writers of the day, this collection offers insight into the leisure and intellectual pursuits of the times.  Titles such as The Quarterly Review, Choir, The Spectator, The Bohemian, The Architect, The Quarterly Musical Magazine and more provide a wide range of content. 
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
