Of particular importance within the collection are 1,200 eyewitness accounts gathered in the 1950’s and 1960’s -- an era when interest in the 'Holocaust' was at a low and the term Holocaust had not even been coined.  Also included are 4,000 rare photographs and Nazi propaganda material, including calendars, Hitler youth materials, an anti-Semitic encyclopedia, songbooks and more.
“Testaments to the Holocaust is an essential research tool for 20th Century Jewish studies,” said Name, Title.  “It serves as a resource for research into Nazi Germany, Holocaust studies and more.  While haunting and often times disturbing, the photographs, documents, rare printed material and eyewitness accounts included in this collection offer an important, eye-opening view of life during this period in world history.”
